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Call for Ph.D. Projects

Universidad ESAN, Peru; Escola de Administracao de Empresas de Sao Paulo/FGV, Brasil; Escuela de Negocios, Universidad de Chile; Groupe Sup de co, Montpellier, France –in charge of the Annual Meeting-; and the Latin American Council of Business Schools invite doctoral students of Business Administration and Management programs to the Fourth Doctoral Consortium, which will take place on September 10 and 11 at Le Corum , Montpellier, France.

The purpose of this Consortium, which is a pre-conference of CLADEA´s Annual Assembly, is to provide doctoral students with a space to discuss about the techniques and tools that, jointly with their research capabilities, will help them enrich their Ph.D. projects and, no less important, establish an academic contact network with their peers from other parts of the world.

Likewise, to provide other CLADEA members and attendants to the Assembly the opportunity to become aware of the research efforts carried out at the doctorate level in other institutions, and jointly with distinguished members of the panels, contribute with suggestions to the dissertation work of the doctoral students. 

The structure of the Consortium also includes a plenary conference that will be in charge of a lecturer of international prestige and will cover a subject of general academic interest for doctoral students as well as for the participants in the Assembly.   

After selection of the Ph.D. projects by an international jury, these will be organized in tracks, subject to their thematic area and presented to a panel of research experts, which will have the mission of commenting and discussing the conceptual and methodological aspects of the proposals.  Panel members are distinguished professors with a broad experience as members of editorial committees, thesis boards and authors of publications.

Presentation of Proposals

Doctoral students of Business Administration and Management programs are invited to present their research proposals for their inclusion in the tracks of this Consortium.  To be considered the following requirements should be met:

· Send to coloquio-doctoral@esan.edu.pe a summary of the thesis proposal, in English or Spanish, with an extension of no more than 10 pages, simple space, without any identification of the author.  The text must be typed, in size A-4, in Microsoft Sans Serif font, letter size 11.  The page margins must be set up: Top: 3cm; Bottom: 2.5 cms; Left: 3.5 cms; and Right: 2.5 cms.  Ink: only black.

· To facilitate the blind review, the doctoral student must specify on a separate page the title of the project, name and email of the author, doctoral program and the name(s) of his advisor(s).  

· The proposals must be received before June 16, 2006. The committee in charge of evaluating the proposals will communicate the blind review results before June 30th.
